For The Love Of God

There is a chasm between the old and the new generation today that is ten miles wide, and I doubt if it will ever be breached. We are indeed living in a
different world to what we were living in when I was a kid. When we were kids life was so simple. We got excited catching tadpoles in the back creek,
exploring new places on our push bikes, and having a swim in the raw down in Prospect creek.

“Do you confess the fact that you are a
sinner? Do you believe that Jesus Christ came into the world to die for your sins? Are you prepared to ask Jesus to come into your life and be Lord and
Master of your life and to live totally for him?

Well, my simple answers changed my life and the lives of many others. They can change your life also if you get serious with God. The principles are
simple, but like Jesus himself, they will never change and they will never fail.
